Inquiry learning focus

Each class has begun their new units of inquiry and | have given you below the inquiry cycle
that we follow, it is based on the work of Kath Murdoch. The questions under each heading
are used by the teachers to structure the learning and to guide the students. The students in
each class are beginning their environmental protection unit, each class with a different focus,
at the tuning in stage, and the teachers are giving the children experiences and ideas that start
the students wondering and thinking about their questions.

The Inquiry Cycle:

Tuning In:
What do I know? What experience do I have with this topic? What do I want to know? What am I
wondering? What are my questions? What am I feeling? What ideas am I interested in?

Finding Out:

Where might I go to find out more information? What resources might I use? What keywords could I
use in my searches? Where can I find different points of view? What can I do to learn more? How do
I know if my resources are good?

Sorting Out:

How can I sort out the information I have found? What information helps me answer my questions?
What keywords help me make sense of the information? How is it connected to what I know? What
are my questions now? How have they changed? What changes do I need to make to my inquiry?
How are my ideas changing?

Going Further:

What information do I wish to share? Who will be my audience? Are all my questions answered?
Have I considered the different points of view? Have I found enough information? How can I plan to
show the connections I have made? How do I want to show what [ have learned? What am I feeling
about what I have learned?

Making conclusions:

What do I know and understand about the big idea and the concept? Have I shared what I have
learned with others effectively? Did I answer all my questions? What am I going to do with what I
have learned? What would I do differently? What do I feel about the way I shared my learning? How
do I feel about what others thought?

Taking Action:



How can what I have learned help me in my life or help others? How can I improve my learning?
How did I learn best? How am I going to take action to improve my learning? How am I going to use
what I learned to make a difference? How will my actions affect others? What was the highlight of
this inquiry? How have my feelings changed throughout this inquiry process? From what I learned,
what do I feel most passionate about?

Medicine

If you are sending medication to school for your child (for examples antibiotics), please
ensure that your child gives it to their teacher and that an adult is able to supervise them
taking this. This process helps us to work with you to provide the right supervision at times
when children need medication.

Elective planning

At the end of the term we have decided to trial an electives programme. This will involve the
students choosing workshops on a particular theme as a change from the usual style of our
classes. We aim to explore aspects of sport, the Arts, cooking, crafts and hobbies to widen the
student’s learning opportunities. We expect that the group sizes will be smaller than a class if
we can have enough adults leading. At this stage we are still working out the exact dates and
times of the elective classes. We would love parents to join us in teaching electives. If the
process goes well, we may be able to introduce this structure into other terms. Please let me
know if you would like to join us and help take a small group.
